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Scripture References: | Samuel1-3, Psalm 14:5, 149:4-9;
Joel 1:1-9

Although the Church is not under the Old Covenant Law, there is much we
can learn from the Old Testament, particularly about the future of the Church
and the world because the Old Testament contains in veiled shadows many
types of the future. This is a principle of God and something He delighted in
doing. It is available to those who are able to see with the Eye of the Eagle
and have learned to pull out the scroll.

The Lord Jesus has appeared to me many times in different kinds of visions
since | was an infant. | share one such appearance on this website in the “tab”
on healing when He appeared to me exactly 11 years ago to talk about the
spiritual gift of Working of Miracles. Almost every time I've seen the Lord in
visions He's always appeared dressed in a bright white Roman-style tunic with
a wide gold belt about his waist. This time was different — He appeared
dressed as a simple prophet and he sat on the couch holding a gold scroll in
both of His hands. He simply said, “The gifts of healings works like this,” and
He pulled the scroll out a few inches. Then He said, “But the Gift of Working
of Miracles works like this,” and He pulled the scroll out about 10-12 inches.

It took me some time to realize that this action by the Lord was a symbol in
Dark Speech and that the Gold Scroll symbolized the Bible. That's why we at
CClI often say that to get more revelation or understand the things of God
better we have to “pull out the Scroll further.”



During the early years of the prophet Samuel he was being trained under Eli
the priest in Shiloh which was the location of the first permanent Tabernacle,
the Tabernacle of Moses. From the Scriptures it seems that Shiloh, which
was located in the land of Canaan, was the first capitol of the nation of Israel.
Later on we see God referring to Shiloh when He speaks through His prophet
Jeremiah that He would abandon His Temple in Jerusalem just as He had the
Tabernacle at Shiloh. We see a similar situation in Jesus’ day which caused
Him to prophesy the destruction of the Temple which did occur in 70 A.D.
And, if we have the Eye of the Eagle we can see this situation again in our
own day with the Church. This was the subject of many, many visions that the
Lord has given my wife and me in the past 13 years. This is the main subject
of the rest of this teaching letter.

I've preached for 30 years that whenever God wants to change history He
births a baby. He creates a human being with a purpose of changing things or
to stop an upcoming attack by the devil against the people of the Lord. He
created Moses, Joseph and Esther with special missions. God’s covenant
people are always under attack, either from the outside or the inside.

During the time of Samuel, the nation had departed from the Lord. We learn
that the priesthood had become corrupt — Eli had chosen his two sons to
inherit the priesthood after him and they were in training but they “were wicked
men; they had no regard for the LORD” (I Sam. 2:12). They spent their time in
materialism and trying to take as much from the people as they could. And the
Bible says, “This sin of the young men was very great in the LORD'’s sight for
they were treating the LORD’s offering with contempt.” (2:17)

However, at the same time God was preparing Samuel to take over as His
true representative. Notice v. 21: “Meanwhile, the boy Samuel grew up in the
presence of the LORD.” And v. 26, “And the boy Samuel continued to grow in
stature and in favor with the LORD and with men.” God was preparing a
vessel — a pure vessel to accomplish His purposes and plans and bring His
people back to Him in the Spirit of Elijah.

Now | want to discuss a scary thought we find in this chapter. God actually
revokes His b’rth ad olam (Hebrew, everlasting covenant) to Eli's house. In
other words, He revokes an eternal promise He made to Eli “that your house
and your father’s house would minister before me forever.” (v. 30) He sent a
prophet to Eli who told him this — that God was revoking His promise to Eli —
and stated further, “Those who honor me | will honor, but those who despise
me will be disdained.” And then he gives Eli a chilling personal prophecy: “The
time is coming when | will cut short your strength and the strength of your
father’'s house, so that there will not be an old man in your family line and you



will see distress in my dwelling. Although good will be done to Israel, in your
family line there will never be an old man.” And we know that this was fulfilled
during the time David was fleeing from Saul when Saul killed all the innocent
priests he thought were in collusion with David.

Along with the chilling personal prophecy the Lord gives Eli a “sign” — that
both of his sons would be killed on the same day. Then the Lord confirms this
